BDO Stoy Hayward The report of the external auditor was read to members. This suggested
that the fidelity bond within the Insurance policy should be sufficient to meet
the value of deposits plus precept. Currently at £150,000 this was, in the
auditors view, in need of increasing. The remainder of the report was entirely
satisfactory.

M/s Reason proposed that the report be accepted and that the fidelity bond be
increased to £250,000 at the next renewal of the insurance policy (Feb 19™
2010) this being seconded by Mr Hackmann and agreed.

The consultation period to update the needs survey will conclude at the end of October at
which point further meetings will take place to consider how best to proceed.
